This book has been dedicated, and rightly, to the brave men of this
division who died in battle. I would like to make a second dedication- to
those equally gallant men who lie in hospitals from coast to coast and to
others like them will forever bear the scars of war. They too, placed honor
above life, and their country must never be allowed to forget them.
